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Mitchell and Three Rivers Community College sign Articulation
Agreement between Early Childhood Education Programs

Mitchell College and Three Rivers
Community College have joined into a

new Comprehensive Articulation Agreement
(CAA) between their Early Childhood Education
Programs.

President Jukoski and President Grace Sawyer
Jones of Three Rivers Community College,
joined with Dr. Bill Strader, and Sheila Skahan,
coordinator of Early Childhood Education at
Three Rivers, to celebrate the new Articulation
Agreement.

Mitchell accepts credits in transfer for courses
that have been identified as comparable courses
to Three Rivers Community College and for
which a cumulative G.P.A. of 2.67 was
maintained. Mitchell requires all applicants to
successfully complete the PRAXIS Pre-
Professional Skills Test (PPST) and/or that they
apply for a waiver if their scores on the SATs
were 1100 or higher. Mitchell also requires the
PRAXIS Exam be taken early enough so that the
scores will be available when application is made to the Teacher Certification Program. The program requires
the successful completion of the Associates’ Degree in Early Childhood Education.

Three Rivers Community ECE college graduates will transfer a minimum of 55 semester hours of academic
credit in approved transfer courses with a minimum overall GPA of at least a 2.67 on a 4.0 scale. Mitchell
College may choose to accept additional credit hours.

Three Rivers students maintaining continuous enrollment under this agreement will be afforded the same
treatment and protection as Mitchell College students enrolled under a specific catalog. Criteria for acceptance
into the four-year Teacher Certification Program will be the same for transfer students as all Mitchell College
students.

Representatives of the Education Department and Registrars Office at Mitchell College will evaluate the
transcript of students transferring from TRCC. Transfer students from TRCC will have access to financial
aid and scholarships on the same basis as all Mitchell College students.

  Imna Arroyo of Willimantic
defines herself as a painter/
printmaker who works with clay.
Her work focuses on issues of
identity, particularly her own
African, Caribbean and Taino
heritage. Arroyo will display some
of her work in the Mitchell College
Library as part of the Library’s
Celebration of Black History
Month. Local playwright, Michael
Bradford, will celebrate the
opening of Arroyo’s Installation of
prints and sculpture in the Library
and give a performance and
reading from his play, A Song of
Bones. The event, titled The
Middle Passage: A Trail of
Ancestors, will be held on
Wednesday, February 23 at 4:30

pm in the College’s Library, followed by a reception. The event is free
and open to the public.

This will be the first collaborative effort for Arroyo and Bradford,
whose work happens to center on a similar theme – the Middle Passage.
The Middle Passage is the time period during the slave trade, extending
roughly from 1518 to the mid-19th century, when millions of African
men, women and children were captured and brought across the Atlantic
Ocean to America aboard slave ships. These brutal journeys took
anywhere from 21 to 90 days.

Arroyo’s installation will include life-sized head and shoulder paper
cast prints representing the spiritual guardian or Orishas that protect
different African clans, as well as woodcut prints on satin representing
the many deities.

Bradford will read some of his play, A Song of Bones, about Lily the
Soothsayer, an African-American slave who lived in the New London
area before and during the Revolution. Sailors would not go on long
voyages without first having Lily assure them they would return!
Michael Bradford’s play explores the life and times of Lily.

Bradford describes A Song of Bones as a reflection on the spiritual
and physical nature of the bones that extend across the ocean’s floor,
laying a remarkable trail of ancestry.

Arroyo believes that “the arts play an important role in promoting
understanding and providing a language in which to express the human
condition; to enable society to mirror itself and define its values. Artists
can have an active role effecting change and can use their artwork to
play a catalytic role in ending discrimination and oppression.”

Arroyo has served on national boards and international committees.
Her services includes serving as President for the National Women’s
Caucus for Art, Non-Governmental Organization Representative to the
United Nations for the National Women’s Caucus of Art, delegate to
the Vienna NGO Committee on the Status of Women and the Fourth

She also
chaired the Women of
Color in Art Slide
Resource Series Project
in 1993. She is currently
Professor of Art and
Chair of the Visual Arts
Department at Eastern
Connecticut State
University. She has
received several
p r o f e s s i o n a l
development grants from
the University. She was
honored with the 2000
Award in Recognition of
Excellence in Creative
and Scholarly Activity at
Eastern. Her work is in several prominent collections and publications.

Michael Bradford, Assistant Professor of Dramatic Arts at the Avery
Point and Main Campuses of the University of Connecticut, teaches
courses in theatre history, theatre literature and playwrighting. Bradford
holds a bachelor of arts from the University of Connecticut and his
Master of Fine Arts degree from Brooklyn College of C.U.N.Y. He has

written numerous stage plays and
one acts, and his directing credits
include work with the Brown
University Theater Department,
Flock Theatre in New London, the
Access Theatre in New York and
Provincetown Playwrights
Festival. He has received the
Manhattan Theatre Club
Playwright fellowship. Audelco
Theatre (NY) gave him
nominations for his play, Living in
The Wind. He has also received a
large research grant for his play,
Migration, from the University of
Connecticut. The Lark Theatre
Playwright Residency fellowship
he received from the NEA helped
put Bradford on the road to a
professional theater career. Living

in the Wind played off-Broadway at the American Place Theatre in
New York. He has served on the Cherry Lane Theatre Playwright’s
Board, Lark Theatre (NY) Festival Board, and Rhode Island Art
Foundation Grant Committee.

Admission is free and open to public; Guests are asked to
bring a new children’s book that will be donated during
March 2’s local NEA/Read Across America events.

The Garde Arts Center in New London will
partner with Read Across Southeastern
Connecticut and host the Cat-in-the-Hat ball on
Tuesday, February 22 from 6 pm - 9pm.. The
event, free and open to the public, is a kickoff
to the much larger event on March 2, National
Education Association’s Read Across America
celebration, in honor of Dr. Seuss’s birthday.

“The Cat-in-the-Hat Ball was created as a
means to generate enthusiasm in the general
community, in preparation for our big March 2nd
Read Across America/Read Across Southeastern
